RUN 2171 SATURDAY 2 JUNE 2018 DRIEBERGEN, AMSTERDAM
WRITEUP – Posh

We  met up late Saturday morning for the bus to take us out to out into the countryside for the first run. The meet up was outside the Amsterdam Hilton made famous as the hotel where John Lennon and Yoko Ono honeymooned and held a week long 'Bed In'  for  World Peace nearly 50 years ago. No one managed to guess which of the many windows was 'the room'. For the culturally discerning, there was also  an original  Auguste Rodin sculpture of  'The Thinker' in the garden next to the hotel. 

After  a scenic trip down the motorway past Utrecht  the driver got lost. He needed the able assistance of Tai Po, in contact with Hare, Slippery Edge by mobile and  then Vulcan to see him back as he negotiated an about turn by the local fire station. We  finally arrived at the On On, a pancake house in Dreibergen to be met by Slippery Edge and visitors from the Amsterdam and Hague hashes. 

After the usual obligatory group photo  Slippery Edge gave us a particularly long chalk talk where she explained the use of non-Sai Wan markings (with - no Ts to check back and open arrows) as she had forgotten these.

 Then with suitable warbling from Hash Horn we were off  along the cycle path, negotiating our way past the Dutch bikes and scooters. We had a short  impromptu muster at the level crossing while a train went by, and shortly thereafter  we were in the forest..

There were forest trails and more forest trails - all very well marked in sawdust and non LSW arrows.
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 The markings and the number of people wearing the bright orange  reunion  hash tee shirts made it virtually impossible to get lost on trail. After a while a Wimps/Rambos split appeared.. The Rambos was a large loop through the forest and then around a village. A board in the village square told us ( in Dutch of course) that the village stood on the site of a large camp, called Austerlitz, named after the battle of the same name, where one of Napolean's generals had stationed his troops for a summer. To stop his troops getting bored the army were set to work building a huge mound of mud which became known as 'The Pyramid of Austerlitz'. We did not get to run around the pyramid but did see some of the locals - said to be descended from the results of the troops other entertainment. After the Rambos loop we rejoined the route with the Wimps.
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 There was a brief encounter with some goats who thankfully kept their horns to themselves, then the chance for some sand between our toes with a sandy area and large pine trees a bit like the Hundred Acre Wood in 'Winnie The Pooh'. Then onto a bridge over a disused railway track which had a ginormous puddle right across it. We did not get to play 'pooh sticks' but for some the challenge was how to get across while still keeping the toes dry - heel walking, scaling the sides of the bridge etc. Down downs later for such assiduous puddle avoidance.
